We would like to share our learning for the week. You may find it useful to discuss or practise

the learning:

Our focus vocabulary for the week will be: venom, providing, burrow, adapting, and scuttling.

These words are all taken from our class guided reading book text after half term: The Book of Brilliant
Bugs, by Jess French. It’s a beautiful book if you are lucky enough to find a copy in a library!

Discuss these words with your child. How can they use them appropriately in a sentence and
define their meaning?

English In English after half term we will be researching minibeasts to write our own poems
in the style of Micheal Rosen’s ‘We’re Going on a Bear Hunt’. We will write our own
poems titled ‘We’re Going on a Bug Hunt!” with super new adjectives for the
minibeast we choose. We will then edit our poems to improve our spelling and then
perform them with rhythm.

Maths In Maths after half term we will be exploring division and multiplication further
including how they are linked. We will be looking at the 2 x table, the 10 x table
and dividing by 2. We will also explore odd and even numbers and doubling and
halving.
