What will each activity involve?
Face to face appointments with Mrs Tregoing SENCO
Mrs Tregoing is our SENCO (this stands for Special Educational Needs Coordinator). On Monday afternoon she will be available to talk to anyone who would like to pop into school to ask about issues linked to SEN that may be of concern to you. 
Open afternoon in Reception classes 
This afternoon parents who have children in Tigers or Leopards classes may come into school to visit. You will be able to look around, join in with activities and look at your child’s Learning Journal. If you come at 2.30 you will be able to take your child home with you at 3.00 if you wish to do so. 


Come and read with your child.
This session gives you a chance to choose a book from our library, or the class book shelf and to find a corner in school to read with your child. Please take this opportunity to share a book together and in doing so, let your child tell you all about his or her class, the school and the things that happen every day. 
Phonics Explained for year 1 parents 
Mrs Conroy will show you how we teach phonics and will explain some of the terms used by your children. This session will help you to understand how to say sounds and how to use phonics in reading with your child. 
Writing and maths work shop for Reception children
Have you ever wondered what your child is learning about when we talk about writing and maths? Miss Street will show you how these subjects are taught in the reception classes. Come along for a lesson and a chat. 
Learning Walk
In a small group, you will have the chance to walk around the classes with a member of the senior management team. You will be able to see a progression of learning and different teaching styles throughout the school. It will show you what our school looks like during a typical working day. Places for this activity are limited so please pre book. Without booking we may have to turn you away if the groups are full. 
Presentation by children on the Growth Mind-set
Some year 5 and 6 children will be explaining what we are doing about growth mind-set across the school. You will learn all about the work of Carol Dweck and Shirley Clarke. This initiative has influenced teaching styles, our language and our attitude to learning! Come along to find out more! 
Maths lessons
Come and visit your child’s class during a maths lesson then feel free to move from class to class during this time. All classes will be working on maths – different aspects of the subject. Year 6 children will be working on a SATs paper and you will have the chance to work on the questions with the children. This will inform you about what your child can and cannot do in this subject. You may then be able to support them at home. 
 Grammar and punctuation lesson 
You will be able to watch a lesson which will inform you about aspects of grammar and punctuation. It will be a “set up “in order for us to show you some specific aspects of the curriculum. You might also pick up some new knowledge and understanding too! 
Any suggestions? 
Come along and talk to us. We would like to hear your suggestions but this is not a moaning session. We are asking for your ideas to support our school. We can’t promise that we will be able to take everything on board but we will try our best. 
How does our behaviour policy work?

Morning as a TA
If you would like to see what our support staff do in the course of a morning, sign up to work in a class room for the morning. You will not be in a class with your child so that they will not to be distracted. You will be given a task by the class teacher and will be able to watch leaning in another class.
